Children and dogs just seem to go together.  If you check out You Tube you 
will find numerous videos of kids and dogs.  They pull at your heartstrings 
and make you laugh, but are the dogs happy in all these videos too?  It only 
takes a second for that to change, and a bite to happen.  Statistically, 
children are getting bitten by dogs more than adults.  First rule of thumb, 
never leave a child unattended with a dog.
